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BY GRACE CHURCH: STATEMENT OF FAITH

One God

There is only one God, who is living and true. God is Spirit; He is perfect, almighty, eter-
nal, and unchanging. God cannot be fully comprehended; He is the wisest, the holiest, the
freest, and the most righteous. God is abundant in love, grace, mercy, and long-suffering;
He is good and is the Truth. God is the sole source of all existence; all things come from
Him, exist through Him, and return to Him. God does whatever pleases Him and rules
over all things with sovereignty. God rewards those who earnestly seek Him; He hates all
sin, never forgives the sinner without judgment, and judges with justice. There are three
Persons in the divine nature of God: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. These three
Persons are one God, sharing one essence and equal in power and glory.

Jesus Christ

Jesus Christ is the only Savior of God’s chosen people. The Lord Jesus Christ, as the only
begotten Son of God, was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit of the Virgin Mary
and became a man; He is true God and true man, possessing both divine and human na-
tures simultaneously in one person. Jesus Christ suffered in our place for the sins of man-
kind and died a cursed death on the cross, yet He was without sin. Jesus Christ died and
was buried, but on the third day He rose again from the dead, ascended into heaven, and
is seated at the right hand of God the Father; He will return on the last day to judge the
world. Those who believe in and receive Jesus Christ are cleansed from their sins once

and for all, made righteous, and granted eternal life through His sacrificial offering.

The Holy Spirit

The Holy Spirit is the sole agent who effectively applies the salvation found in Jesus Christ.
The Holy Spirit enables us to receive Jesus, to confess Christ as Lord, and works within us
to bring forth new life. The Holy Spirit unites us vitally to Christ, the Head of the Church,
and also unites all believers within the Church to one another. The Holy Spirit dwells with-
in us, serving as the guarantee of our salvation, comforting us, giving us the Spirit of
adoption and the Spirit of prayer, sanctifying us until the day of redemption, distributing

various gifts and graces, and enabling us to fulfill our ministries of grace.



Sola Scriptura

The 66 books of the Old and New Testaments are the inerrant self-revelation of God,
written by divine inspiration, and hold the highest, final, central, and decisive authority
over our faith and lives. The Bible is the sole standard that provides us with knowledge of
God’s salvation and guidance to become whole people as children of God. Our complete
acceptance and conviction regarding the truth of the Bible and its divine authority come
through the testimony of the Bible itself and the inner witness of the Holy Spirit working

alongside it.

By Grace Alone, Through Faith Alone

It is impossible to transform human life and character or to save lives through philosophy,
ideology, other religions, or good deeds. Salvation is grace received solely through faith in
the Gospel. Even the faith that leads to salvation is a gift of grace from God. This saving
faith is accompanied by true repentance and the assurance of salvation, and it bears the
fruit of a virtuous character and good deeds.
